Background Information

The information below provides basic background knowledge and figures to refer to so as to help you answer the questions in this conceptual test. 

Mice (Questions 1 - 6)
Mice are one of the most successful animals on the planet because they have adapted to many different environments. Adults typically weigh approximately 25g and mature very quickly, although they can live to be 2-3 years old. 
Mice are therefore often used in laboratory experiments and keeping populations healthy and active is important for biological research.

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Rainbow Trout (Questions 7 - 12)
Rainbow Trout (fish) have been introduced to many different countries as a source of food. They mature quickly and live for 6-8 years, by which time they typically weigh 3 - 4 kg. 
They are often farmed for food because they grow more rapidly than other species of trout and can survive in a wide range of environmental conditions.
Tomato Plants (Questions 13 - 18)

Tomato plants are common worldwide as they are easy to grow and provide a reliable food source for people. They grow well in warm climates but in cooler areas can also grow in greenhouses. 
They grow rapidly to 1.5-2.5m in height and produce a large quantity of fruit, especially when grown with fertilizer and in the absence of pests.
